OUR TEAM ROLE:

· You provide excellent care and assistance to a child with special needs by giving him/her individual attention throughout the service and providing alternatives to curriculum when necessary.
· Area of Oversight: Kids 
· Reports To: Groups Coach
· Supervises: Special Friend
TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES
PRE-EVENT
· Attend all event trainings as directed by the Ministry Director.
· Prepare for group time using the Group Guide 
· Pray for the child you will be caring for 
DURING EVENT
· Create a fun, safe, “kid focused” atmosphere for your Special Friend 
· Remain at the CedarVille Check-In area ready to welcome your Special Friend and their family. Assist them with check-in and walk them back to the child’s room. 
· You will work 1:1 with your Special Friend. The camp experience will look unique to the child you serve. Some children participate in Large/Small Group and Activities, with your support and guidance, while others will need special care. Some content may need adjusted to serve them best. 
· Stay with your Special Friend (Large Group, Activities, etc.) 
· Build relationship with your Special Friend and their parents 
· Complete Care Cards to communicate next steps and partner with parents (Ex. Baptism) 
POST-EVENT
· Take an active role in greeting your Special Friend’s parents at checkout.
· Participate in post-event evaluation process.
· Follow up with family care, relationships, and next steps
