HOW WE DO THIS
We let the G.U.E.S.T. principles guide every opportunity and interaction:

· God’s Heart—We want every guest to know they matter to God and to us.
· Upbeat—We are fun, positive people who make an amazing first impression.

· Excellence—Our attention to detail shows our guests we care.
· Seize Wow Opportunities—Make their experience something they can’t wait to share with others.

· Take a Next Step—We are always looking for opportunities to help guests take a next step.

SCHEDULE

· Most events, you will be asked to serve the entire event. This includes multiday or overnight events.

· Arrive at the given time (which may be a few hours before the guests arrive), check in for your serve in your huddle room, and get your name badge. This is a great opportunity for you to connect with other DreamTeam members.

· If you are unable to serve, please communicate with the Team Leader in advance or through Planning Center so they can find substitutes. This will ensure that our teams are best prepared to serve our guests.

· Practices are held on site throughout the event.
· Run-through will be held 90 minutes before each session.
CHARACTER EXPECTATIONS
· Be a servant: Have an ‘It’s not about me’ attitude.
· Be a team player: Become part of the CedarCreek worship community
· Be excellent: Know your parts when you show up, ask questions before rehearsal and be ready to adjust parts.
· Be teachable: Coaching is essential for growth and no one is as good alone as we are together.
· Be on time: If you’re early, you’re on time; if you’re on time, you’re late.
· Be consistent: Live in truth both on stage and off stage.
OUR TEAM ROLE
· Creating the weekend experience in the session space takes a team effort. Each individual and each piece of equipment is designed to work together to create one environment. Different roles and different gifts move us in one direction toward one goal: to create an engaging experience and to effectively deliver the message without distractions. 
· As a team member, your position and how well you perform at that position are critical to creating that environment: one that is designed to help people to know God.
TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES

· Prepare outside of practice. Pray about how God wants to use you in this serving opportunity. Learn your parts and play them to the best of your ability. 

· Be on time for all run-throughs, where we will walk through all of the elements of the service and then pray together. 

· Guys Attire: Trendy. No shorts, open-toed shoes, or tank tops.

· Ladies Attire: No tank tops, low cut tops, or spaghetti strap tops/dresses. Tanks and spaghetti strap tops may only be worn as long as shoulders are covered. Dresses are permitted, but you must wear dark tights or leggings underneath. Leggings must be worn with dresses or long shirts that cover the butt. Please refrain from wearing tight/formfitting tops. 

· You will be given access to Planning Center Online, where you can view the order of service for each session and listen to the songs so you are familiar with them when you serve. An email is required for Planning Center access. All DreamTeam members should make an effort to listen to the songs and get familiar with the order before the weekend. A Planning Center app is available for your phone.

· All DreamTeam scheduling is done through Planning Center Online. Each month, you will receive an email from Planning Center Online that will prompt you to enter your block out dates. 
· We want our DreamTeam members to be experts in their area of serving. We have training videos and tutorials available at CreekHelp.com. If you have a specific request not found on CreekHelp.com please let us know.

· New DreamTeam members are usually paired with a mentor for a weekend or two, to make sure that the new volunteer understands how to operate the equipment and to provide assistance and support if needed. You will be given constructive feedback during the first several months that you serve, to help you improve your skills.

· If you can’t serve at your scheduled time, please contact your Team Leader.

· You play a critical role in our experience. Because of that, we ask that kids, friends, and family do not accompany you while serving, as it can be a distraction for you and the other volunteers. 
· If something owned by CedarCreek breaks and/or needs repair, please let our Operations Director know.
